Secret 1: Choosing wisely

When deciding on a Dutch oven, there are a few important guidelines to keep in mind. A common
is, 0Should | buy cast iron or aluminum?6

scrub it well and use a figeade sandpaper to clean up and expose the entire surface, inside and ou
metal is expos@dor if you are curing a new ofiewash the entire oven
well with hot soapy water. This will remove the waxy coating from &
oven and the fine metal dust remaining in an old reconditioned one
Next, heat your Dutch oven, with the lid on, to about 200° in the ove
your home.
